Elatec readers are available in different formats – from modules for integration into other machines (e.g., vending machines, fitness machines) through to plug-and-play desktop readers (e.g., multi-function printers, PC log-on). 
Configuration made easy
The work needed to configure multiple TWN4 MultiTech 2 BLE readers for large projects can be reduced significantly by storing the required reader configuration on contactless RFID cards. Each reader is configured simply by reading these cards. The preferred configuration can therefore be set without having to uninstall readers or connect them to a PC. For extra security, you can optionally submit a command to block subsequent programming attempts made with a configuration card. 
For solution providers and system integrators, Elatec also offers a clever RFID analysis tool: When discussions with customers are at an early stage, it is often not known which RFID technologies are used in the existing infrastructure – Elatec TechTracer Lite can determine this by analysing the previously used RFID transponders onsite.
