It collects input from large amounts of low-cost transponders and is suitable for tasks that involve monitoring large data volumes. In logistics, for instance, it can be used to build RFID gates, e.g. for item tracking purposes. 

To facilitate the development and testing of RFID applications, Elatec offers a starter kit with UHF-SR112, an antenna, transponders, demo software and comprehensive documentation. Experts at Elatec will gladly provide assistance if users need help developing and customizing their solutions. OEM customers may purchase just the control board (UHF-SM112) if they wish.

The standalone UHF-SR112 reader as well as the starter kit and the UHF-SM112 module are available as of now.
